Separation Anxiety– we have all experienced it at some-
time. It doesn’t matter if your child is 11 months or 11 
years old, it can happen at any time. The best way to 
deal with separation anxiety with school is to be honest 
about it. Talk about school in a positive and upbeat way.  
Remind your child that you will be back at the end of the 
day, and you can’t wait to hear about all they did. Try to 
be calm and consistent at drop off time. Having a routine  
can help. Go through the process together of hanging up 
the backpack and putting away the lunch. These little 
rituals can ease the transition into the classroom. Once it 
is time to say goodbye, make it quick, but heartfelt. Re-
mind your child that you love her and you will be back at 
the end of the day. Don’t linger and don’t allow your child 
to prolong the parting. Know that our teachers are well 
equipped to deal with tears and they will give your child 
all the attention and love they need while they are here. 
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
